We
must come to live out of God, out of his presence, out of his energy,
out of his love

20. Some people say that faith is blind; actually, faith is not blind, it is
visionary! Faith sees that God is love and all that is not according to
love has left its foundation in God. It is not flowing out of him; it has
become disconnected

21. To live by faith in God means we don’t have to control, we only have
to serve—to serve love
